SAFETY ALERT MESSAGE
Recently one local national employee attached to the Heidelberg MEDDAC was injured as a result of slipping down a flight of stairs leading to the basement of the HQ, ERMC building.  The incident occurred in the morning during the regular duty day.   The floors within the entire building had been newly waxed four days prior to the incident.       

The continuous rain that occurred that day was a contributing factor to this accident.   An analysis of the accident indicated that the outer portions of each step consisted of a smooth and rather slippery surface that is in contrast to the grainy surface of the rest of the steps and lobby way.   The following are safety reminders for everyone utilizing stairwell steps within any of the buildings located on Nachrichten Kaserne: 

1.   Wipe the bottom of your shoes until they are dry utiliizing the  floor mats and carpets located inside the entrances to the building.

2.  Ensure that your shoes are completely dry before walking on any uncarpeted areas, especially when climbing up or down stairwell steps.

3.  Hold onto handrails as you use the steps.

4.  Walk slowly and proceed with caution, especially when it is raining outside.   

Please share this information with your soldiers, civilians, local national and contractor employees as well as any visitors or patients that utilize our facilities. 

This may sound like very basic information but it is easy to forget these safety tips as we go through the hectic and busy pace of our daily work routines.

The injury of one individual is one too many.  These types of accidents are preventable.
