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SUBJECT:  Eligible Attendees of USAREUR No-Cost Automation Training Courses

1.  References.

     a.  USAREUR Regulation 350-70, USAREUR Automation Training Program.

     b.  USAREUR Regulation 10-5, HQ USAREUR/7A Responsibilities and Functions.

2.  The Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Information Management (ODCSIM), established the USAREUR Automation Training Centers and the Automation Training Program to provide quality, standardized training in use of common off-the-shelf software packages used throughout the theater.  In order to make the program cost effective, the ODCSIM negotiated a memorandum of agreement with the Navy to provide this training to USAREUR personnel at selected sites throughout the theater for a standard fee.  This contract is to be used for all end-user training conducted in USAREUR (ref 1a).  Units requiring additional training must submit their requests with appropriate funding documents to ODCSIM.   Requests for exception to policy to use other vendors will be reviewed and approved by ODCSIM on a case-by-case basis.  

3.  Headquarters USAREUR pays for the training received by USAREUR organizations without cost to the unit.  Authorized attendees at the “no-cost” courses are restricted to the following categories:

     a.  Army soldiers of all USAREUR Commands (ref 1b).

     b.  Appropriated fund U.S. and local national civilians working for USAREUR Commands.

     c.  Nonappropriated Fund (NAF) civilians, assigned to Category A/Command Management, working for USAREUR Commands.

4.  Non-USAREUR active duty Army personnel (excludes all other DOD component service members and non-U.S. forces) may receive training on a space available basis only.  The USAREUR soldiers and civilians described in paragraph 1b above will be given priority at all times.  Customers who receive training on a space available basis will not receive quarterly allocations.

5.  The following are authorized to receive training on a reimbursable, space available basis:  Military and civilian personnel from EUCOM, SHAPE, NATO,  DOD and other non-USAREUR Commands (identified in ref 1b).  Procedures for reimbursement are as follows:

     a.  Customer must submit a DD Form 448, Military Interdepartmental Purchase Request (MIPR) to HQ USAREUR/7A, ODCSIM, ATTN: Automation Training Program Manager, APO AE  09104.  The cost of training is $130.00 per person, per training day.

     b.  Section 9b, DD Form 448, must be specific about training days the customer will receive and the cost.  An example is:  "Funds are provided for two (2) training days @ $130.00 per training day - 4th quarter, FY99, for Jane Doe, EUCOM, Introduction to MS Windows 95, 7-8 August 1999."  Blanket MIPRs will not be accepted.

     c. The Site Coordinator must verify student attendance by name, unit/organization, course number, and date.  This information must be provided to the USAREUR Automation Training Program Manager within five days of the completion of training.

6.  Individuals not included in the above categories are not authorized training, i.e.  contractors, family members, and volunteers.
