• Due to a new federal law, school lunch prices at all overseas Department 

of Defense Education Activity schools will increase starting 03 Jan, 2012 

• Military Services approved increase in school lunch price at DoDEA 

schools in order to comply with The Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act 

(Public Law 111-296) and keep pace with increasing food and 

operational costs 

• Act requires participants in the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) 

meal program to raise paid student lunch prices to level comparable to 

state subsidy rate used for USDA reimbursement 

• Last price increase was 7 years ago, 2004 

• New increase amount is .35 cents 

• New prices will go into effect 03 Jan, 2012 

• New Prices: 

– Elementary full price - $2.40 

– Secondary full price - $2.55 

– Cost of a reduced-price meal unchanged at 40 cents per meal
