USAGE OF YELLOW BAGS (GELBE SACK)

The yellow bag is a part of the German recycling system “Dual System” (Green Dot).

What is the Dual System:

The Dual System is based on the stipulations of the German Packaging Ordinance. It organizes the collection, sorting and recycling of packaging material in households.

How the Dual System works:

By curbside pick-up. Recyclable materials are collected in yellow bags or bins and picked up from households by Dual System waste management partners. The bags/bins will be picked up every three weeks and is prepaid in the packaging material and creates no additional cost.

What can be put into the yellow bag:

All lightweight packaging from plastics, styrofoam, aluminum and tinfoil, coated paper like milk jugs or boxes, metal cans, pop cans and especially all plastic materials and wrappings.

What should not be put into the yellow bag: 

Paper, cardboard and glass, trash, anything “hazardous”, bio-degradables and electronic devices.

NOTE: Ask your landlord when the yellow bags get picked-up and where you can get the bags – it differs in every community. Also, ask where are the nearest containers for collecting glass and paper.
