Office Recycling Program

We have an excellent opportunity to recycle paper, cans/glass and plastic bottles in our community, which will make a significant contribution to recycling.

The environmental office is requesting everyone to place their recycling material into the proper containers. 

Green paper containers have been placed in many offices and all paper from work as well as magazines, cardboard and newspaper can be recycled. Paper containing carbon paper or paper treated with plastic should go into the trash container and make sure you only recycle unclassified materials

Gray container with a green lid has been distributed to most of the Admin buildings at all floors. This container is labeled with “Empty Soda Cans” and these containers can be used for all types of metal/aluminum cans and all different colored glass, if glass bottles are not broken. 

Gray containers with a green lid labeled  “Empty Plastic Bottles” have been placed in some Admin building floors to collect all types of plastic bags, cups and bottles.

The custodial contractor in most areas will empty these boxes and make recycling convenient for you.

When purchasing items both at home or for the workplace, ask for and use recycled products. Copy machines, laser printers, and some faxes take recycled paper. GSA has recycled paper products in its inventory, obtain the catalogue online at: http://www.fss.gsa.gov. Before you throw your paper in the paper container, use it as scratch paper, or use it for draft copies/print outs.

That’s all it takes to reduce waste, save money, and help the environment!
