GLASS & METAL CANS

Place glass and cans for recycling into the appropriate, marked containers. Remove all lids and caps from bottles and glasses. Metal lids can be thrown in the glass container too; plastic lids belong in the plastic recycle container.

Helpful hints:

· The color of the container has no significance (go with the label), plus, all colors of glass go into the glass container.

· Rinse out all food  to avoid attracting insects.

· Labels may stay on glass and cans as they will burn-up during processing.

Examples of recyclable glass are:

· Juice bottles, liquor bottles, wine bottles and soda/beer bottles that are not returnable

· Glass jars, glass food jars, all other glass containers

Only household glass can be recycled, that means all other types of glass go into the regular trash.

Glass – Not for recycling

· Glass with a wire mesh embedded or that contain any wire, window glass, insulating glass, light tubes/bulbs

Examples of recyclable metal cans etc are:

· Soda cans, juice cans, food cans

· Pie-tins, old aluminum pots and pans (without handles)

· Clean frozen food trays

Non-recyclable metals are:

· Vacuum wrappings for coffee, metallic wrapping paper, dirty aluminum foil

All large or heavy metal items which are not from the kitchen goes into the bulk scrap metal container located on Kelley Bks near bldg 3360 or contact your nearest Inst’ Coordinator.
