PAPER – CARDBOARD

(Put into green recycling container)

Only clean paper and cardboard (with or without the green dot) go into the green container. 

Recyclable papers are:

· Newspaper, magazines, catalogs

· Paperpack books, telephone books

· Office paper, computer paper

· Envelops, packing paper

· Wrapping paper, boxes cartons (crushed but not torn into small pieces)

Dirty or non-recyclable paper, even in small amounts, can reduce or destroy the recyclability of a whole container’s content, which then costs extra money.

The paper listed below cannot be recycled, it goes into the regular trash.

Non-recycable papers are:

· Dirty paper of any type – tissue, napkins

· Hygienic paper, wax paper, oil paper

· Plastic or aluminum coated paper (like milk or juice boxes)

· Wall paper, carbon paper, paper cups and plates

· Photographic paper

In offices recyclable paper should be separated, and collected in the office paper containers which will be emptied from the people of the custodial contract.

Large amounts of cardboard should be brought to special cardboard containers.

NOTE: Please crush all boxes. Small metal stables can remain attached. Please bear in mind, that even a small amounts of other waste will render large amounts of paper unsuitable for recycling.
