HEADLINE  

First sentence should contain basic 5 W’s; Who is offering the service or holding the 

event; Who may take part in the event, or who is being offered the service; Where is the 

event or service happening (installation, city, building number, street address or well-

known location); When is the event or service; When are any deadlines or sign up dates 

and times. 

Last sentence should be contact information, phone number, email and/or website link 

for sign up or more information.  

 

Notes:  

 Dates come before times and are written, month and date i.e. January 1 

 Times are written as a.m. and p.m., not military time. 

 Always use the full installation title i.e. Panzer Kaserne, Robinson Barracks etc.  

 Write out all acronyms in the first mention within the paragraph. Do not use 

abbreviations. Don’t use all-caps except for acronyms or proper names/trademarks in 

which all caps is specifically part of the trademark or proper name. 

 Do not include pricing information. To advertise prices, submit your information to 

AdvantiPro.  

 Text submissions must be in the body of the email or attached in a word document. 

No pdfs, PowerPoints or flyer images. You may include supporting images or logos, 

as applicable in jpg, jpeg or png format which is non-copyright-protected imagery or 

images which you have release rights.
